There is a participation fee of $125, payable at the time of registration. Scholarships are
available to dancers that meet economic guidelines.

You are required to complete volunteer jobs — one before theatre week, one during
theatre week and assist with load-out.

Rehearsals will begin Saturday, March 13, 2010. There will be 8 weeks of Saturday
rehearsals. There will not be rehearsals on Saturday, April 3, 2010. There are no
absences allowed. Any potential conflict MUST be put in writing and submitted to the
board at the time of auditions.

Violations to absence or volunteering requirements will result in removal from the show.
